MAIN EVENTS (the sequence varies with each view)

Intermediate State — after death, and before the resurrection; see First Death, below (1Cor 15.22-26; 1Thes 4.13-15);
Great Tribulation — extraordinary violence (Mat 24.21 — 70 AD?) against the Church (Rev 7.14)

Antichrist (1Joh 2.18) and Man of Lawlessness (2Thes 2.3) — May be an individual or a system, identical or different.
End of the Age — end of a period, or end of the world (Mat 13.49; 24.3; 28.20)

Satan’s Binding — bound so he cannot deceive the nations (Rev 20.2)

Church Age — evangelizing, discipling, worshipping, ministering (Mat 28.18-20)

Millennium — thousand years sometime between ascension and Judgment (Rev 20.2-7)

Satan’s Release — after the millennium, deception, apostasy, and battle (Rev 20.7)

Return of Christ/Rapture — his victorious return in the clouds, saints gathered to him (1Cor 15.52; Act 1.8-11; 1Thes 4.17)

First Death — going to be with the Lord (Luk 23.43; Rev 20.4-6) -

First Resurrection — the dead in Christ reign with him (1Cor 6.3; Rev 20.4-5) For further exploration:
